RCMS make a point to
form good relationships
with our students.
Students are
encouraged to talk to
those teachers,
administrators or staff
that they feel
comfortable with. Our
School Counselor is
also a good person to
listen.

Another option to
report what is going on
istowriteitin a letter.

Hearsay is defined as Information
received from other people that
cannot be adequately substantiated
or a rumor. While these types of
reports are investigated at RCMS,
they can not be proven and make it

very difficult to apply discipline
consequences.
